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Frank D. Smith Midget “A” Scholarship Award 
 

About the Award 
 
Established in 2005, the Frank D. Smith Midget “A” Scholarship Award was developed to 
recognize a Midget “A” Player who achieves a high standard of excellence academically and in 
and hockey. Frank D. Smith was the founder of the T.H.L (the predecessor of the GTHL) in 1911.  
He remained Secretary of the League for 50-years, until 1961.  His vision allowed the League to 
develop rapidly while his passion and focus remained the children and the game.  He was known 
as a man “who put so much into the game without expecting to get anything out of it”. He started 
many programs that exist today in the GTHL, including the King Clancy Tournament.  Frank D. 
Smith was inducted into the builder’s category of  the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1961. 
 
The Greater Toronto Hockey League presents the Award annually to the Midget “A” Player who 
achieves a high standard of excellence academically and in hockey.  The Award is a one-time 
post secondary educational scholarship provided by the GTHL. 
 
CRITERIA AND PROCEDURES 
1. Eligibility 

• Any currently registered Midget “A” player within the GTHL, Mississauga Hockey 
League and Scarborough Hockey Association. 

 
2. Method of Application 

a. Application forms will be made available in February.  
b.  March 10  is the application deadline. Applications submitted after March 10 will not be 

accepted. 
How To Apply 

1. Candidates must complete the attached application form. 
2. Accompanying the application from, candidates must submit the following: 
• One letter of reference from the applicants current school (on official school letterhead) 
• One letter of reference from you hockey coach 
• Most current copy of candidate’s Official School Transcript 
• Copy of current marks 
• In essay form, answer the question:”What are your long term goals and career 

objectives?” The length of the essay must be no more than one typed page.

3. Method of Selection 
The Awards Committee of the GTHL will make a recommendation of one (1) candidate to the 
GTHL Board of Directors to be the recipient of the award.
